Chairman Simmons called the work session to order at 4:00 p.m.


Supervisor Bowen gave the invocation.


Chairman Simmons states the purpose of this meeting is to discuss numerous items before the Board that, in the past several months, have been referred to Committee or need to be discussed, in depth.


Administrator Roark provides the Board with the School Board report that was not received in time for the June 17 regular Board meeting.


Administrator Roark informs of the upcoming annual Governor’s Conference on Education to be held in Richmond.

Line of Duty Act:  Administrator Roark informs the Board of an existing Line of Duty claim for Nottoway County, which has caused the County to become non-eligible for coverage through the Virginia Municipal League.  Administrator Roark explains that he contacted the Virginia Association of Counties and they do accept pre-existing claims; their proposal is $36,552.60 annually.  The Virginia Retirement System plan rate is $6,665.86 for 2012 with the knowledge that the rates will increase annually.  

Following Board discussion the consensus is to proceed with the Virginia Retirement System for Line of Duty Act coverage.

Regional Marketing:  Membership obligations for the regional marketing program involve a two year commitment at a fee of $1 per capita; $15,843.  Supervisor Vaughn explains the Budget Committee recommendation is to join for the initial two year term at the cost of $15,843 and review a renewal at the end of the preliminary term.

Administrator Roark asks the Board for their input on the Revenue Sharing Program which is a factor in acceptance to the program.  The Boards consensus is not to participate in the Revenue Sharing and urges strongly for these details to be clarified.   

Following Board discussion Supervisor Vaughn moves to not participate in the regional marketing program.  The motion carried as follows:

Shine Technologies:  Administrator Roark informs that representatives from Shine Technologies have not completed tasks they spoke of; the Board will take no action on Shine Technologies.

Piedmont Hospital Water Tank:  The Board discusses possible designs for the water tank and agrees upon the simple statement of “Welcome to Nottoway County” with no added images and maintaining the current color scheme.

Old Dominion RC&D:  Administrator Roark informs that the Federal government has completely eliminated funding for this program and suggests the program may cease to operate within the next three months.  


Virginia Retirement System (VRS) – Long Term Care Insurance:  VRS is establishing a Long Term Care Insurance program and is requiring localities to approve for their employees participation in the program, by either payroll deduction or direct pay method.  The Board agrees to allow employee participation in the VRS Long Term Care Insurance program.


Animal Pound:  Administrator Roark clarifies the recent euthanasia problem with the Animal Control Officer; the State Veterinarian completed their annual inspection and noticed that the incorrect form, certifying euthanasia procedures, was on file.  The County Animal Control Officer’s euthanasia certification has been revoked until the correct form is filed. 

Year-end car carry-over – Sheriff’s Office:  Sheriff Parrish is requesting for grant funding, appropriated to the current Budget but not completely expended, to be carried over to FY2012; $8,518.47.  Vice Chairman Green moves to allow the Sheriff to carryover $8,518.47 to FY 2012.
